For suggesting a broad spectrum of emotional conditions of a young and seemingly abandoned pregnant woman in a subtle manner.

· Special Golden Arena for Best Tone goes to Dubravka Premar for tone editing in the film The Blacks by Zvonimir Jurić and Goran Dević.

For a skilful orchestration of sound that has greatly contributed to the ambience and perception of the film.  

· Special Golden Arena for Best Makeup goes to Jasna Rosini for the film Metastases by Branko Scmidt.

For moderate makeup which contributed to the impressiveness of the characters and their conditions.  
· Golden Arena for Best Costume Design goes to Doris Kristić for the film In the Land of Wonders by Dejan Šorak.

For the creation of versatile costumes that showed the diversity of contemporary ranks of society.  

· Golden Arena for Best Art Direction goes to Velimir Domitrović for the film Love Life of a Gentle Coward by Pavo Marinković.

For a convincing art direction that impeccably follows a mildly poetical spirit of the film.  

· Golden Arena for Best Score goes to Srđan Gulić Gul for the film Donkey by Antonio Nuić.

For the melodious score that contributes to the emotional character of the story and to the gradation of relations between different characters in the film.

For a brilliant acting miniature in which she conquers the scene in a relatively short time and contributes to its authenticity. 
· Golden Arena for Best Actress in a Leading Role goes to Dijana Vidušin for the role of Ines in the film Love Life of a Gentle Coward by Pavo Marinković.  
For the charming and funny acting with which she realized the role of an urban girl in dilemmas brought forth by the contemporary everyday life with exceptional naturalness. 
· Golden Arena for Best Script goes to Antonio Nuić for the film Donkey. 
For exceptional talent for depicting complex family relations and for the integrality of unity in terms of dramaturgy. 
· Golden Arena for Best Director goes to Zvonimir Jurić and Goran Dević for the film The Blacks. 
For the precision and the development of all forms of film expressions by which they achieved a rare directorial level in developing a bare story.
· Grand Golden Arena for Best Film goes to Stanislav Babić, the producer of the film Metastases by Branko Schmidt.

The film asserted itself as an exceptional psychological study of a group of urban people from the margins marked with a number of scars of the local reality. It’s characterized with a perfect feeling for frame and sequence organization with which he achieved a convincing interfusion of documentary and feature components.
