Festival igranog filma u Puli ima dugu i bogatu povijest. U jednom od najvećih i 

najspektakularnijih kina na otvorenom u svijetu - u rimskom amfiteatru Areni, 

1953. godine prikazan je prvi program stranih filmova. Godinu dana kasnije, u 

lipnju 1954. u Puli nastaje nacionalni filmski festival, najvažniji filmski događaj 

u bivšoj Jugoslaviji, kojeg su posjećivali brojni novinari i filmski umjetnici iz 

zemlje i svijeta. Nakon osamostaljenja Hrvatske 1991, tijekom devedesetih na 

Pulskom festivalu prikazivali su se hrvatski filmovi. Godine 2001. Festival dobiva 

i međunarodni natjecateljski program. Najbolje filmove Festival tradicionalno 

nagrađuje Zlatnim Arenama.

LOKACIJE FESTIVALSKIH DOGAĐANJA

ARENA 
Nacionalni i PoPularni program, 5000 sjedećih mjesta

Pulski amfiteatar svoj konačan oblik poprima za vrijeme vladavine rimskoga 

cara Tita Flavija Vespazijana u drugoj polovici 1. st., istodobno kad i rimski 

Koloseum. Građevina eliptična izgleda, duljine 133, širine 105 i visine na morskoj 

strani do 32,5 metara, kojoj vanjski zidni plašt sačinjavaju temeljne supstrukcije, 

ima dva kata arkada sa 72 luka i najviši kat sa 64 četvrtasta prozora. 

POVIJESNI MUZEJ ISTRE - MUSEO STORICO DELL’  ISTRIA - KAŠTEL 
Europolis-Meridijani, Retrospektiva, 360 sjedećih mjesta

Na najvišem brežuljku u Puli, na nadmorskoj visini od 32,4 metra, između mora 

i brežuljaka Arena, Zaro i Sv. Mihovil, 1630. godine izgrađena je utvrda četvrtastog 

tlorisa, istaknutih ugaonih zašiljenih bastiona. Građena je po nacrtima francuskog 

vojnog arhitekta Antoina De Villea po narudžbi mletačke vlade, poradi zaštite grada 

i luke. U Kaštelu se od 1961. godine nalazi Povijesni muzej Istre.

KINO VALLI 
Europolis – Meridijani, Retrospektiva, Press-projekcije Nacionalnog programa, 
DHF i Program kratkih filmova, 209 sjedećih mjesta

Na dijelu nekadašnjega kamenita gradskoga bedema smješteno je prvo 

pravo i jedino očuvano kino u Puli, u zgradi sagrađenoj početkom 20. stoljeća 

kao dvorani za zabave. Od 1950-ih djeluje kao Kino Zagreb, a nakon preuređenja 

dobiva naziv po prezimenu pulske glumice međunarodne karijere Alide Valli.

ZAJEDNICA TALIJANA  PULA - COMUNITÀ DEGLI ITALIANI DI POLA, Carrarina 1

Festivalski centar, Press-centar, Akreditacije
Početkom 20. stoljeća Ferdinand Geyer gradi pivnicu Stadt Pilsen, u čiju se 

zgradu 1947. godine, kada talijansko stanovništvo postaje manjinsko, smješta 

Talijanski dom kulture, nazivan i Circolo Italiano di cultura, a koji je početkom 

1970-ih preimenovan u Zajednicu Talijana. Od 2004. godine tu se svakog srpnja 

smješta Festivalski centar.

ISTARSKO NARODNO KAZALIŠTE - GRADSKO KAZALIŠTE PULA, Laginjina 5

Pulica – matineje, Nacionalni i PoPularni program u slučaju kiše

The Pula Film Festival is a festival with a long and rich history. In one of the biggest 

and most spectacular open air cinemas in the world, in the Roman amphitheatre 

– the Arena, the first foreign films’ programme screened in 1953. A year later, 

in June 1954, Pula started a national film festival, one of the most important 

events in the former Yugoslavia, visited by a number of journalists and film artists 

from the country and abroad. After Croatia won its independence in 1991, the 

Pula festival presented Croatian films in the nineties. In 2001, the Festival got its 

international competition programme. Best films are traditionally awarded with 

Golden Arenas.

VENUES

THE ARENA 
National and PoPular Programmes, 5000 seats

The amphitheatre took its final form during the reign of Roman emperor 

Titus Flavius Vespasianus, in the second half of the 1st century AD, simultaneously 

with the Roman Colosseum. The amphitheatre is elliptical in shape, 133 meters 

long, 105 meters wide and 32.5 meters high on the side turned to the sea. Its 

outer walls are made up of substructions, it has two stories of arcades with 72 

arches and the top story with 64 square-shaped windows.

ISTRIA HISTORY MUSEUM - MUSEO STORICO DELL’  ISTRIA - KAŠTEL
Europolis-Meridians Programme, Retrospective, 360 seats

On the highest hilltop in Pula, at 32.4 meters above sea level, between the 

sea and the hills Arena, Zaro and St. Michael, a square-shaped fortress with pointy 

bastions was built in 1630. It was designed by a French military engineer, Antoine De 

Ville, on the commission of the Republic of Venice to protect the town and the port. 

Since 1961, the Istria History Museum has been located in Kaštel.

THE VALLI CINEMA 

Europolis – Meridians programme, Retrospective, National Programme screenings 
for the press, Days of Croatian Film and Short Film Programme, 209 seats

The first real and the only preserved cinema in Pula is located on a part of the ancient 

city walls, in a building constructed at the beginning of the 20th century as an entertainment 

hall. Since 1950 it had functioned as the Zagreb Cinema and after reconstruction it was named 

after Aida Valli, a Pula-born actress with an international career.

ITALIAN COMMUNITY PULA, Carrarina 1

Festival Centre, Press Centre, Accreditations
At the beginning of the 20th century, Ferdinand Geyer constructed a pub 

called Stadt Pilsen. In 1947, when the Italian population became a minority, the 

pub hosted the Italian Clubhouse, also called Circolo Italiano di cultura, that was 

renamed the Italian Community at the beginning of the 1970s. Every July, since 

2004, the Festival Centre has been located here. 

ISTRIAN NATIONAL THEATRE – PULA CITY THEATRE, Laginjina 5

Nakon što je gotovo dva desetljeća prikazivao prosječno šest 

do sedam hrvatskih dugometražnih igranih filmova, ove ih 

godine prikazuje čak deset, a program Filmovi u nastanku, 

u kojem predstavljamo šest već snimljenih filmova koji su u 

postprodukciji, dokaz je da se takav trend ne zaustavlja. 

Pulski festival već godinama mjeri prolazno vrijeme hrvatske 

kinematografije, on je vlak koji nikada ne kasni i čiji vozni red daje postojani ritam 

hrvatskome filmu i njegovim stvarateljima. Za Puljane i Istrane, on je parobrod 
Rex koji jednom godišnje obavlja tjednu noćnu vožnju i zablista u punom sjaju, a 

svi se filmoljupci okupe da bi uživali u njegovoj čaroliji pod zvjezdanim nebom.

The Pula Film Festival is proud to present its richest edition 

since Croatian independence in terms of the number of films it 

will present. After screening an average of six to seven Croatian 

feature-length films for almost two decades, as many as ten will be 

showcased this year. Moreover, the Work in Progress section, that 

will present as many as six films, already shot, that are in the post-

production phase, is a proof that this tendency is still present.  

The Pula Film Festival has been like a train that is never late and the timetable 

of which has given Croatian film and its creators a steady pulse to follow. For Pula 

and Istria residents it has been Rex the Steamer that goes on a night ride once a year 

to demonstrate its splendour. During this time, all film lovers gather to enjoy its magic 

under a starry sky. 

But it is not only the National programme that is rich – there are also thirty foreign 

feature-length films, out of which ten belong to the retrospective of the early and middle 

phases of the leading figure of Spanish cinema, Pedro Almodóvar, in a newly launched 

programme entitled European Film Directors. Already for the past five consecutive years, 

the Pula Film Festival has organized Europolis-Meridians and Popular Programmes, 

through which you can embark on a film journey around the world – from  neighbouring 

countries, France and Great Britain, to Mexico, Russia, China and Japan. We have selected 

romantic dramas, comedies, crime thrillers and other works screened at the most 

important film festivals, Berlin, Cannes, Venice, Locarno, Sundance and Karlovy Vary.

This year’s novelties in terms of the programme are a short film section that has 

been accompanying the already traditional selection from the Days of Croatian Film and 

the Croatian Film Focus. These programmes will gather representatives of the world’s 

most celebrated film festivals and the media specialized in the film industry, as well as 

selectors and journalists from our region, around Croatian film. We haven’t forgotten 

about children, to whom we have dedicated a rich programme block entitled Pulica. 

For as long as fifteen days you will be able to watch films at different locations 

- from the picturesque Kaštel that overlooks the town from above in silence, the retro-

susreta uživo i stvaranja osobnih kontakata sa svim te godine angažiranim hrvatskim 

filmskim umjetnicima (od redatelja do glumaca), od svojih početaka bio i do danas 

ostao idealnim mjestom za predstavljanje hrvatskog igranog filma gostima iz regije 

i svijeta.  

Na toj tradiciji u sklopu Festivala ove će se godine održati prvi Hrvatski filmski 

fokus, koji će omogućiti hrvatskim i stranim gostima da od utorka 21, do petka 24.

In line with this tradition, the first Croatian Film Focus shall be held as part of the 

Festival. From Tuesday, July 21st, to Friday, July 24th, domestic and foreign guests 

can see all the films from the National Programme, as well as films selected from 

the Best of the Days of Croatian Film and the Short Films Programme. On July 25th, 

the Work in Progress shall be showcased. This programme strengthens the Pula Film 

Festival’s function as the springboard for Croatian film into the world at large.
